CODING USING A WORKING REMOTE - small needle or paperclip required

1. Onyour working remote, press and release the button that activates
your door.

2. Onyour working remote, Use a small needle or paperclip press through

the Coding Hole (found in centre of buttons) and hold firmly for 2
